A Chautauqua Sports Hall of Famer continues to be recognized for her contributions to 
golf.

Cindy Miller (Class of 2014) has been named the
recipient of the 2026 Ellen Griffin Rolex Award,
joining an elite group of distinguished educators in the
game. The award honors an individual who
“exemplifies the teaching excellence, passion and
transformative spirit” of Griffin, a pioneer in golf
instruction.

“Receiving the Ellen Griffin Rolex Award is one of
the greatest honors of my career,” said Miller. “I first
met Ellen at an LPGA Teaching Division workshop
early in my career, and I remember thinking, ‘She genuinely loves people and loves 
teaching – I can only hope to someday have that kind of impact.’ She became a quiet but 
powerful role model for me.
